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Calibrating a Hygrometer
Owning a hygrometer is no big deal.  All you have to do is purchase it and put it in the appropriate spot and there you have it.  There are two spots that you should have them in.  One is where you store your coated screens and the other is where you stage your garments prior to printing them.  Now that you have them in place, how do you know if they are reading correctly?  Following are the procedures to follow to calibrate your hygrometers.
You will need the following items:
	1-table salt
2-Ziplock bag
3-shallow container (a bottle cap will work)
Place a teaspoon or so of salt in the shallow container and add a few drops of water to get it wet.  You do not want to dissolve it, just get a good damp pile of salt in your container.  Remember, you don’t want a salt-water solution, just damp salt.  Place the shallow container in the Ziploc bag along with the hygrometer.
Seal the Ziploc bag with some air trapped inside (so it is not tight against the hygrometer) and let it sit.  Allow this to stabilize for at least six hours.  After it has stabilized, check the hygrometer reading without opening up the Ziploc bag.
It should be exactly 75%.  If not, you can simply adjust the reading by turning the dial on the back of the hygrometer with a small screwdriver if you have a mechanical hygrometer.  If you have a digital one, check the directions that should have been supplied when the hygrometer was purchased.
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
